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Three types of violets ñNuttailõs on the left, purple on the right, and a type on the inset that you only see in the 

bottom of a coulee (a wooded area). The other two are primarily found on the dry prairie, although òpurpleó is 

sometimes found in areas near springs.  

This is tufted milkvetch (I think). It flowers about this time of year, and is a plant that is about as close to the 

ground as any. This is actually one of my favorite flowers to photograph because of the beautiful colors.
